for Glass Recycling
Moira Shire Council is pleased to announce the 

delivery of the new purple lid bins for glass recycling. 

As part of the State Government’s Four-Stream 

Waste and Recycling Service, these bins will be 

delivered to households from 14 October.

The purple-lid bins, with a 120-litre capacity, will be 

collected every four weeks starting in December.  

Residents are encouraged to start using the bins 

for glass bottles and jars only, ensuring glass is no 

longer placed in the yellow-lid recycling bin.

In 2025, the green lid organics and food waste bin 

will move to a weekly collection, and the red lid 

landfill bin will shift to fortnightly collections.  

Residents will receive a letter and a Moira Shire 

Kerbside Guide to assist with the upcoming changes, 

and help them know what goes in each bin.
